At these information sessions, you will sign up for a time for your child to attend an orientation  
at your elementary school. Kindergarten orientation is for all children who will be entering kindergarten 
and their families. It will be held at the school the child will attend for the 2018-2019 school year. 
Families unable to attend the Kindergarten Information Session on March 6 should call their child’s 
assigned school to schedule an appointment to attend their orientation time.
