Suggestions to help ensure a successful
school year for your child.
 

Provide a study environment conducive to learning at home. Establish a regular
homework time and have a quiet place for the child to study;

Discuss with your child how learning in school helps in everyday life; 
Be a good example yourself that learning is a lifelong process; 
Reinforce learning at home, in the community, and on vacations;

Teach your child to set goals; 
Read together at least once a week; 
Be realistic in your expectations;
