3. You are a graduating senior at Brockport High School and have been a Key Club member for at least two years.

APPLICATION PROCESS

1. Complete the one-page application form.
2. Attach one personal or academic reference letter. This should be from an adult such as a teacher, employer,
advisor, coach or community leader (not family or a relative). This letter should state:
a. How long and in what capacity the person has known you;
b. A description of your contributions, and
c. Personal strengths, in academics and/or character, that you have demonstrated.
3. Attach a personal statement that includes:
a. Your future goals;
b. How you have demonstrated or exemplified leadership, service, and citizenship; and
c. Atleast 1 page (250 words; 12-pt font, 1 inch margins).
4. Attach a resume or the “History of Volunteer, Leadership, and Service.”

AWARD DETERMINATION AND DISBURSEMENT

1. The recipient will be selected based on how they have demonstrated the Kiwanis principles of leadership,
service, and citizenship. Considerations include academic record, demonstrated leadership, extra-curricular and
out-of-school activities, perseverance, resourcefulness, and personal philosophy.

2. Notice of award will be provided by Brockport High School and announced at BHS Awards Night in early June.

3. Asingle award recipient will receive a grant in the amount of $500 to recipient’s college or other post-high
school program. NOTE: In the event of two award recipients, each will receive a grant of $250.
