



GERMAN HONOR SOCIETY

Eligibility

To be considered for membership in the German Honor Society, a student must:

1.  Be enrolled in German 4 or higher and planning to continue the study of German

2.  Have a 93% or above in German and three marking periods preceding induction

3.  Have an 86% average or better in all other subjects for the 6 marking periods preceding induction
4. Be active in German Club (officer and/or member) and promote activities of the Global Scholars program
5.  Be willing to tutor other students experiencing difficulty in German during flex/study hall, before or after school

Rules for Induction

If eligible, to be inducted into the national German Honor Society, Delta Phi Epsilon, a student must:

1. Attend the induction and participate in the ceremony by means of introduction and pledge (not there, not in)

2. Attend rehearsals for induction

3. Pay any membership dues that the officers determine, such as $5

Grounds for Removal from Membership

1. Does not keep his/her grades at the required level

2. Does not fulfill obligations listed above

3. Is found guilty of any offense which is not in keeping with membership in an honor society

4. Does not organize or attend German Club and German Honor Society meetings

Students who have one or more of the deficiencies listed above will:

1.  Receive written notifications for the deficiency

2.  In case of grades, have one marking period to correct the deficiency

3.  In case of unfulfilled obligations or being found guilty of an offense that is not in keeping with membership in the honor society, be given the opportunity to appeal the decision to remove to the school administration

Cords at Graduation:


To earn an honor cord at graduation: students must complete Level IV of the language with a 92.5% or higher average, and be a member of the World Language Honor Society.
