After School Pick-up: The gate between the Football Field and the MS will be closed after school. HS
students may still be picked up in the West Parking Lot (between HS and MS) or South Parking Lot
(Gym/Softball Field) All traffic for picking up MS students will be re-routed to use the Elementary School
entrance (West side of Tennis Couts) and drive around the Soccer Field to the designated pick-up area
between the MS and Soccer Field.
