I. Presentation:  
ROMOLD, Inc. has dedicated a $500.00 scholarship to be awarded annually in a check directly from ROMOLD, to a deserving WEMOCO student in the Engineering and Fabrication Academy – Machining program on the path to manufacturing as a career. 
The intent is to provide one-time funding to a student to use for tools for the machining trade and/or related educational expenses.  
II. Selection Committee:

The ROMOLD, Inc. scholarship committee is comprised of an Assistant Principal, WBL Coordinator, Engineering and Manufacturing Teacher and a WEMOCO Counselor.
III. Selection Criteria:

The ROMOLD, Inc. award will be presented to a machining student who has completed a manufacturing or engineering program while in high school, enrolled in a 2-year minimum machining program at a community college level, is viewed by their instructor(s) as a “go-getter”, is willing to learn and further explore manufacturing, and is recommended by their program instructor to receive this award. Any student in this program may apply and is required to submit an essay or video answering the following questions:

               What is your end-goal in five (5) years related to this field?
IV. Selection Timeline:

Student submissions must be submitted to the EMFA Teacher at WEMOCO by Friday, May 10, 2019.  The selection committee will meet, review all applications, conduct interviews, and make their selection by the end of May 15. 
A letter of acknowledgement introducing the selected student will be sent by the EMFA teacher to Mr. Lou Romano.

The selected student will receive a letter of recognition prior to the WEMOCO Recognition Ceremony from the executive principal’s office.

V. Fund Management:

Management of the scholarship lies within ROMOLD, Inc. (Lou Romano, President).

Scholarship will be awarded in June at the Recognition Ceremony.
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
