PERIOD COMMENCING WITH THE JULY BILLING CYCLE OF 2015.

WHEREAS, The School District is a member of the Ohio Mid-Eastern Regional Education Service Agency
(“OME-RESA”), a Council of Governments authorized by state statute to aggregate purchasing needs of
schools and related nonprofit educational entities so as to take advantage of economies of scale when
purchasing essential products and services; and

WHEREAS, OME-RESA has partnered with Titan Energy New England, Inc. (Titan Energy) to perform a
competitive Request for Proposal (RFP) on its behalf to solicit pricing from retail natural gas service providers
for its members and agency affiliates; and

WHEREAS, as a result of this competitive RFP the winner will supply the School District with natural gas at a
price and term as endorsed by OME-RESA; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF EDUCATION OF THE TUSCARAWAS
VALLEY LOCAL SCHOOL DISTRICT, COUNTY OF TUSCARAWAS, STATE OF OHIO, as follows:

The Board of Education does hereby authorize the signature of the Treasurer, Superintendent or their designated
alternate to execute the purchase of natural gas between the School District and the winner of OME-RESA and
Titan Energy’s natural gas procurement RFP.
