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Spanish 1 Syllabus








Course Description: This is an introductory course to both the Spanish language and the cultures where Spanish is spoken. This course is based on the communicative and interactive approach of different activities for the acquisition of basic vocabulary, thus providing the basis for good interpersonal communication. What is important; it is to study vocabulary and produce language. This approach encourages students to develop skills that allow them to communicate in the foreign language in real or simulated situations. Students are expected to learn aspects of Hispanic culture and history using a variety of media.
