Dear Commissioners:

Submitted herein is the Erie County Engineer’s Annual Report for 2018 encompassing county
highways, bridges, drainage, ditch maintenance and tax mapping. Hi-lites of the work completed
throughout Erie County last year are as follows:

We continue to maintain our county highway systems, within budget, in keeping with the demands
placed upon them. In 2018, under county contracts, approximately 7.14 miles of our county and
township roads were resurfaced, 20.90 miles were seal coated and 7.77 miles received ONYX
treatment. Additionally, 545 miles of roadway striping was completed throughout the county as we
persist in our efforts to have the safest possible roadway systems by clearly defining them. Also, our
roads’ rights-of-way were mowed three times during the year to maximize visibility at our
intersections and beyond, while minimizing conflicts with wildlife and drifting snow.

Asphalt resurfacing on approximately 2.52 miles of Risden and Mason Roads at a final cost of
$363,107, contracted to Erie Blacktop, Inc. Within this contract Galloway Road between Bogart and -

Hull was paved as well as Eagle Crest and Huron Green Subdivisions for Huron Township at a total
cost of $612,941.

Erie Blacktop, Inc. completed resurfacing of Perkins Avenue from Remington Ave to SR 6 (2.5 miles)
with a current of $762,558.

Erie Blacktop completed the widening and resurfacing of 1.40 miles of Huron Avery Road at a final
cost of $308,067 to the county and $44,797 to the City of Huron for Main Road. Approximately 0.72
miles of Patten Tract Road were also resurfaced by Erie Blacktop, Inc. at a final cost of $116,463. A
grant in the amount of $175,000 was secured in Round #32 for Huron Avery.

County forces performed stabilization maintenance on approximately 2.80 miles of berm along Huron
Avery Road at a total cost of $98,700.

Shelly Co. chip sealed approximately 99,386 s.y. (7.94 miles) of various County Roads at a final cost of
$140,362.

Strawser Construction performed onyx treatment on approximately 7.77 miles of various county roads
at a total cost of $138,349.



Bogart Road Widening was completed by Fechko at a to date cost estimated to be $3,51 0,565.

K.E. McCartney completed all the inspection and testing services on the Bogart Road Widening at a
cost to date of $345,504.

The last remaining roundabout right-of-way purchases were settled bringing those final acquisition costs
in total to $76,086.

Erie Blacktop, Inc. and their subcontractor Ed Burdue & Co. completed construction of Erie County's
first roundabout at the intersection of Bogart Rd and Campbell St at a to date cost of $709,568.

Richland Engineering completed the inspection services on the roundabout at a to date cost of $89,567.

The Columbus Avenue Bridge P-209 electrical pole relocates were eliminated in favor of sheet piling
saving an estimated $248,070.

R & I Construction completed construction of Mason Road Structure F-312 at a final total cost of
$433,470.

Awarded contract to Prestress Services for precast box beams for Mason Road Bridge F-312 in the
amount of $106,100.

Centerline pavement marking was completed on 212 miles of road, and edge line pavement marking on
329 miles of roads and 4 miles of other miscellaneous markings were performed by Oglesby
Construction, Inc. Norwalk, throughout county totaling 545 miles at a final contract amount of

$143,890.

Speed studies and traffic volume studies were completed on various roads throughout the county.

Traffic signal maintenance was contracted out to National Light & Power at a total final cost of
$14,000.

Thompson Interstate Mowing, Inc., Leesburg, OH, conducted roadside mowing throughout the county
three times at a total cost of $33,603.

Crack sealing was completed on approximately 19.95 center line miles of various County Roads.

Completed miscellaneous road repairs; 2 lane miles of roadside ditch shaping, 3.4 lane miles of
roadside landscaping with brush and tree removals throughout the county and various townships.

Erected snow fence throughout the county as needed.
Replaced miscellaneous guardrail throughout the county where needed.

New salt bids were received and a contract was awarded countywide to Morton Salt at $71.50/ton
picked up for calendar year 2019. Chose to stockpile during 2018 approximately 3,100 T at $34.50 and

covering saving $108,000+.

Received OPWC grant money in the amount of $175,000 for Perkins Avenue Resurfacing project.



Material testing services were performed on various county projects by Bowser Morner at a total cost
of $9,274 during 2018.

Tax map department processed 3,637 transfers in 2018, 740 up from 2017 (2,897).

Culvert replacement of 32'-18" pipe and 2 2-2B catch basins on Garfield Road F-404 in Florence
Township at a total cost of $8,102.

Culvert replacement of 72'-48" RCP pipe on Harris Road 0-311 in Oxford Township at a total cost of
$43,548.

Completed installation of 300'-12" pipe and 2 2-2B catch basins for private drainage on Mason Road in
Berlin Township.

Completed installation of 200'-12" pipe on Main Road in Florence Township.
Completed installation of 474'-12" pipe and 5 2-2B catch basins on River Road in Milan Township.

Completed installation of 618'-6" PVC pipe and 5 2-2B catch basins for private drainage on River Road
in Milan Township.

Completed installation of 40' - 4' x 3' concrete box culvert, 40'-12" pipe and 2-2-2B catch basin on
Barnes Road V-349 in Vermilion Township.

Storm Sewer plans completed on Poorman Road in Vermilion Township for township bidding.

Berlin Township chip seal work was completed throughout the township on approximately 16,218 s.y.
(1.54 miles) of various roads at a total cost of $98,579. Work was performed by Shelly Co. Precision
Paving under a direct contract performed pavement repair to the intersection of Wikel and Huff Roads
along with a section on Chapin Road for a final cost of $16,500.

Berlin Village chip seal work on one half portion of Berlin Road approximately 3,963 s.y. (0.62 miles)
at a total cost of $6,050. Work was performed by Shelly Co.

Florence Township chip seal work was completed throughout the township on approximately 37,796
s.y. (3.74 miles) of various roads at a total cost of $58,587. Work was performed by Shelly Co. Erie
Blacktop under a direct contract performed wedge coating on Clary Rd. approximately .775 miles,
Garfield Rd. approximately .702 miles and Clary Rd. approximately .775 miles, at a total cost of
$42,964. Hart Asphalt performed road repairs on approximately 17,200 sq. ft. on Garfield Rd. for a
total cost of $13,750. Township crews installed new 12” dual wall culvert pipe and basin on Nash
Road at the intersection of Burr/Fitchville River for a total cost of $1,721, installed 12” drain pipe and
basin on property owner’s yard, Appeman’s easement, on Garfield Rd. for a total cost of $3,196 and
12” drain pipe, reshaped road side and rip-rap on Garfield Rd. for a total cost of $2,295.

Groton Township contracted with Gerken Paving, Inc. for 1.5 miles of Potter Road Resurfacing at a
total cost of $150,718.



Huron Township resurfaced Galloway Rd. between Bogart and Hull as well as Eagle Crest and Huron
Green Subdivisions for a total cost of $612,941. Township also contracted with Great Lakes Demo to

install a new storm sewer on Knight Road at a total cost of $84,995.

Margaretta Township chip seal work was completed throughout the township on approximately 35,399
s.y. (3.07 miles) of various roads at a total cost of $51,758. Work was performed by Shelly Co.
Microsurfacing was completed on Howard Dr., Quarry Lakes Dr. and Lakeside Park Drive at a total
cost of $60,635. Township crew completed a two inch asphalt overlay on Maple Ave., Newberry
Ave., Portland Ave., Sandusky Ave. and Wagner St. for a total cost of $128,265. Crew also performed
crack sealing work on various roadways using 44,000 Ibs. of sealant material at a cost of $20,020.

Milan Township chip seal work on approximately 23,050 s.y. (2.35 miles) of various roads throughout
the township at a final cost of $34,737. Work was performed by Shelly Co. Precision Paving milled
and repaved the hill on Shaw Mill Road southwest of Plank Road intersection for a total cost of
$18,290. Mark Haynes Construction under a direct contract installed a new storm sewer with catch
basins for Warwick Drive at a total cost of $38,200. Township changed the name of Shawmill Road to

Old Plank Road from Plank Road to US 250.

Oxford Township chip seal work was completed on approximately 26,484 s.y. (2.26 miles) of various
roads throughout the township at a final cost of $36,899. Work was performed by Shelly Co.
Township completed last phase of blacktop on Wood Rd. west at a total cost of $16,485. Township
worked with Perkins Township on paving Scheid Road south of the NASA fence at a total cost of

$40,000.

Perkins Township under contract with 7L Construction performed asphalt resurfacing on
approximately 2 miles of township roads at a total cost of $305,245. Contractors Design under
contract with township performed engineering services at a total cost of $34,750. Township contracted
with Erie Materials, Inc. to perform asphalt resurfacing on Scheid Road at a total cost of $42,015.
Also contracted directly by the township to DL Smith to perform concrete repair on various roads
throughout the township for a total cost of $235,138. Installing sidewalks on Woodlawn Ave. was
performed by direct contract to Smith Paving at a total cost of $74,802. Townships OPWC project
include road reconstruction on Indiana/Pennsylvania Ave. and Dewitt Ave. contracted to Erie Blacktop
at a cost of $453,261 and Woodlawn Ave. contracted to 7L Construction at $135,193. OPWC picked

up $204,741 of these costs.

Vermilion Township under contract with Mark Haynes Construction replaced 600’ of 12” tile and a
catch basin on Kneisel Rd. at a total cost of $11,760. Herk Excavating, Inc. under contract performed
concrete repair on Sassafras Dr. at a total cost of $27,300. Township crew installed 24° of 15”
diameter pipe with a 2 2-B catch basin on Kneisel Rd. at a cost of $605, performed crack sealing on
various roads for a cost of $5,610 and placed 300 tons of berm stone on various roads for a total cost of

$3,195.

The total numbers of drainage systems currently under ditch maintenance is 123 plus the 3 joint county
ditches maintained by Sandusky County remaining at a total of 126.

14 multi-family residential, commercial and utility site plans were received and reviewed for
compliance with the Erie County Storm Water and Erosion Control Regulations.



30 lot splits reviewed for compliance to the Erie County Storm Water and Erosion Control Regulations.

The county engineer’s staff and field supervision strive to achieve high, yet achievaple goals. We
continue to be faced with financial challenges. Sinking MVGT revenue, resulting fronn Josses of grant
funding because our bridges are now in too good a condition to qualify, continues to take its toll on our
working capital. We still remain focused and committed to maximizing our accompl ishments within
our available financial resources while serving our citizens professionally and responsibly.

This summarizes the major contributions of the Erie County Engineers to the citizens of Erie County
that were accomplished during 2018.

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FUTURE BRIDGE REPLACEMENT SCHEDULE

A breakdown of proposed bridge replacement and rehabilitation projects is shown on the
following Future Bridge Replacement and Rehabilitation Schedule. A description of each
bridge, along with proposed funding sources, is listed on this schedule.

Most county-maintained bridges have an ODOT general appraisal bridge rating of 6 or
higher. Erie County’s bridge replacement strategy is to plan for replacing or
comprehensively rehabilitating a bridge once its ODOT general appraisal rating is lowered
to a 5. Minor rehabilitation or preventative maintenance work may be planned for bridges
with an ODOT general appraisal rating that is a 6 or higher in order to preserve or raise the

general appraisal rating.

In general, bridges rated 6 or higher do not need to be replaced, and have years of
serviceable life remaining.

A portion of the replacement schedule now shows a “bridge work to be determined”
category. It is impossible to accurately predict when exactly the condition of a bridge will
result in the rating changing from a 6 to a 5. It is the intent of the “to be determined”
categories to simply reserve a portion of bridge funding to address these as-yet
undetermined structures as the need arises, once their ODOT general appraisal ratings

reach a 5.
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NOTES ON YEAR 2018 TRAFFIC STUDIES

Completed a total of 21 traffic studies.

Conducted 10 studies to change existing speed limits on county and township roads.
Two studies (for Joppa Road between US 6 and the NS RR Crossing; and Clary Road
between Garfield Road and Green Road) warranted lowering. Two studies (Berlin
Road and Riley Road) are in process, and six studies showed no change.

Conducted a total of 11 traffic volume studies. Many of these volume studies were to
determine traffic volumes for various proposed township and county projects,
especially projects with Ohio Public Works or CDBG funding. Traffic counts allow
appropriate design criteria, such as signal timing, lane and shoulder width, and
pavement thickness, to be accurately determined and designed.

ERIE COUNTY DITCH MAINTENANCE

ANNUAL REPORT

T'his was another productive year for improvements made to Erie County Maintenance
ditches, tile systems and subdivisions under the care of this department. There were
23,722 linear feet of ditch reshaped, realigned, dipped and/or had debris removed to
allow for normal flow as well as to provide adequate freeboard for tile outlets. There
were 15,735 linear feet of brush trimming and clearing. Also 37 rock structures were
installed which required 294 ton of stone being placed. Additionally 6,060 linear feet of
various size tiles were Jet-Vaced or videoed. (Check the following chart for a work

summary of all projects)

The mowing program started in mid-summer continuing thru early winter when weather
pemitted. Twenty Five ditches in the amount of 41 Miles in length have been completed.
This mowing program allows for a more economical application of herbicides by not
wasting the solution on last year’s dead vegetation and still allows for wildlife nesting

and habitat utilization.

Ditch Maintenance has 52 subdivisions with 46 detention basins that need regular
spraying and maintenance. Twenty Eight of the detention basins were again targeted this
year to address persistent and hard to control noxious weeds such as cattail and phragmite
along with broadleaf and woody vegetation. This was accomplished with a rigorous spray
and mowing program of over 284,000 sq. ft. of combined area. The end result is a stand
of grass which keeps the banks protected from erosion and manageable for continued

maintenance.

This department manages and maintains 126 projects that include 3 joint county projects,
which have a combined maintenance base of over $15 million dollars.
