· PLEASE NOTE: Again this year, we are also promoting the recognition of teacher excellence along with student achievement. All students who apply – in addition to the basic application process – are asked to (1) write a short essay or tribute to any teacher (at any grade level) who they believe positively influenced their success in school (an electronic template for the essay is attached to this email); and (2) include a high quality photograph of themselves with their honored teacher. Though this is not part of the judging criteria, it is a way to acknowledge the important role of the teacher. The teacher chosen by each school district winner will be invited to join the student at our local Franklin B. Walter Awards & Honored Teacher Recognition on March 9, 2020. District winners and respective teachers will be recognized and honored at that time.

This tribute should be approximately 350 words and include the first and last name of the teacher. Kindly use the provided electronic template and return in .doc or .docx Microsoft Word format.
· High quality photograph of student with honored teacher to be used at our local Franklin B. Walter Awards & Honored Teacher Recognition Celebration and in media releases after the event.

· Criterion-based review will be completed by the Northwest Ohio ESC Education Consultants and one winner per county will be selected.
