WHY???? To maximize your chances of qualifying for aid,  you must submit your FAFSA application as soon as 

possible.  You are more likely to qualify for federal, state, and college-offered grants/scholarships if you file the 

FAFSA early.  
 

Completing your FAFSA now, will allow colleges the ability to use that information to produce your financial aid 

award letter. Having a financial aid award letter will make comparing colleges much easier, as you can quickly com-

pare what each school’s cost will be after applying grants and scholarship awards.  
 

The FAFSA application usually takes approximately an hour and a half, that’s if you have all the 

required documentation.
