Attendance
Daily attendance in class (or virtual attendance) is very important.  Please be mindful of this when scheduling vacations and doctor appointments.  An occasional absence due to sickness is expected, but missing class repeatedly will certainly affect the educational process.  If your child is absent, please contact the office to obtain work missed.
Math Notebooks and Binders

Parents are asked to purchase a spiral notebook and a 3-ring binder for use in Math class this year.  These notebooks and Math binders need to be brought to Math class every school day.  Students may receive some supplemental pages for each Math unit; however, our goal is to be nearly or totally PAPERLESS this school year for 6th grade math.
Textbook/Websites
There is no “take home” Math textbook for 6th grade.  Students will utilize the websites Schoology and Study Island.  Schoology will be our main learning platform.  Study Island will be using primarily for weekly homework assignments and PSSA prep work.  Additionally, some supplemental pages will be distributed throughout each unit and students will be directed to place them in their student math binders.  Math binders can be taken home for the purpose of review/prep for assessments.

Home Math Supplies

For students to successfully complete any of their Math work at home this year – they will require access to: pencils, a simple calculator, scrap/work paper and a computer or their school-issued laptop with internet access.

Your student’s Math grade each marking period will be calculated using grades from quizzes, tests (or projects) and weekly homework.  Our district is using a total points-based system.  PowerSchool will be updated often, so be sure to track your student’s academic progress throughout the marking period.
